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| 1. Introduction

This statement sets out West Lothian Council’s determination in accordance with Section 10(1) of the
Environmental Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005 on whether or not a Strategic Environmental
Assessment (SEA) is required for Planning Guidance (PG) — non-employment uses in employment
areas.

Screeningisthe first stage inthe SEA process. The purpose of screeningis to establish whether or not
a Plan, Programme or Strategies (PPS) will have significant environmental effects. Screening takes the
form of a formal submission, where the responsible authority (the Council) seeks the views of the
following Consultation Authoritieson whethera PPSis likely to have significant environmental effects
and therefore whetheraSEA isrequired:

¢ NatureScot (NS)

¢ Scottish Environment Protection Agency (SEPA), and

¢ HistoricEnvironment Scotland (HES)

As well as consulting the above bodies, responsible authorities are required to take into account the
criteria set out in Schedule 2 of the 2005 Act when determining whether or not the planis likely to
have significant effects. The details of this process are contained within the Screening Report.

If the responsible authority and the consultation authorities agree that the plan or programme is

Government SEA Gateway on 24 July 2020.

In accordance with Section 9(3) of the Environmental Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005 we have
considered your screening report using the criteria set out in Schedule 2 for determining the likely
significance of effects on the environment. Having reviewed the Screening Report, we consider
that in respect of our main areas of interest (air, water, soil, human health, material assets (of
which we have a specific interest in waste) and climatic factors) the Planning Guidance: ‘Non-
employment uses within employment areas’ is unlikely to have significant environmental effects.
Although we are of the view that significant environmental effects are not likely, it is for the West
Lothian Council as Responsible Authority to make a formal determination taking into account the
consultation responses received.

We understand that the draft guidance is to provide further information in support of Local
Development Plan (LDP) Policy EMP1: Safeguarding and developing existing employment land. The
guidance does not propose further development beyond that already assessed during preparation
of the LDP. On that basis, we agree that the above guidance is not likely to have significant
environmental effects.
