Please do not place plastic plant pots and trays in your brown bin.  
They cause contamination and should be placed in the grey bin. 

No liquids or invasive species should be placed in your brown bin, e.g.  
Himalayan balsam and Japanese knotweed.

Plastic bags should never be put into brown bins as they can’t be recycled and 
contaminate the food and garden waste. Food should be placed in the bin loose 

or put in compostable bags when recycled in brown bins.
